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BUILDING A FOUNDATION FOR TOMORROW'S RESEARCH

Plans are now being drawn up for two new state-of-the-art
research facilities that will become home to our team at the
Western Australian Institute for Medical Research (WAIMR).

The move has been made possible thanks to The University of
Western Australia (UWA) and the State Government, who recently
pledged a total of $100 million to help fund the buildings.

WAIMR Director Professor Peter Klinken said the funding offered
by UWA and the State Government was the biggest single boost
to health and medical research in WA's history.

One facility will be based
at the QEIl Medical
Centre site in Nedlands
and the other will stand
at the new Fiona Stanley
Campus in Murdoch.

As WAIMR is the State’s
premier adult medical
research institute, the
announcement is a major
step forward inimproving
the health and wealth of
all West Australians.

Blueprints for the new
buildings, which  will
also house the Lions Eye
Institute, the largest eye
research institute in the southern hemisphere, are now being
finalised.

Construction is planned to start next year with the aim of the
buildings being finished by the end of 2008.

Professor Klinken said he was thriled UWA and the State
Government had made such an important commitment and
further contributions were being sought from the Federal
Government.

He said the facilities would allow WAIMR researchers to build on
their already significant successes.

“We have made many breakthroughs, including the discovery

of genes linked to diseases such
as leukaemia, breast and prostate
cancer, nerve and muscles disorders
and asthma,” Professor Klinken said.

“These centres will give us the
means to take our research to a new
level and accelerate our capacity to
help people live longer and healthier,
while making WA more attractive to
global pharmaceutical companies to invest in, which will create
more local jobs.”

UWA Vice-Chancellor Professor Alan Robson said UWA had built
a strong international reputation in medicine, medical research
and biotechnology over many years.

“The importance of developing medical research in WA is crucial
to the community and the State. That is the reason UWA worked
to establish WAIMR and also the reason we have made this
major commitment to the development of these facilities for the
future,” he said.
